Reading:  Bible Verses for the MWenistny

It is impossible to read if one does not know the alphabet, so please get the alphabet down pat. In
reading and speaking our first goal is to “utter speech easily understood”, so let’s focus on correct
pronunciation, we’ll go slowly but accurately, and in time speed will come (1Cor 14:9). To start
with reading, the following technique will help with accuracy and pronunciation:

1. Listen once as the native speaker reads, you repeat one word at a time while putting the
stress marks on the correct part of the word; use the pause button when needed.

2. Listen again, following along with your finger and repeating now one phrase at a time,
important to pronounce words as close as possible to the speaker; minimizes the accent.

3. Now, as the speaker reads the whole paragraph or verse you follow along. Use your finger
to follow as the speaker reads and you “echo-read” or read in an undertone, IMPORTANT
not to run ahead but to read right with the speaker.

4. Finally, try reading it all yourself. Don’t read silently, read it aloud, and do so daily.

The Ministry School book on page 94 states “Practice reading aloud at least five to ten minutes
each day.” So please read daily and read aloud (1Tim 4:15), you will improve within 2 weeks.
